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Here’s an overview of the company support you’ll receive as a Let’s Gogh Art licensee:

1. Protected Territory: we will NOT sell another license in your territory.

2. First Year Revenue Share Included in Fee: second year revenue share not due until the end of the second year.

3. Operations/Reference Materials:  licensee will receive operations overview; start-up tools, including tips for launching a successful enrichment program; and reference materials presenting information about arts education and general business startup (140 pages total).

4. HQ marketing: licensee will benefit from the myriad of HQ marketing programs in place, or being implemented: LGA branded promotional assets, Web 2.0 marketing initiatives, direct email campaign using Constant Contact, direct marketing with letters and postcards, offline and online public relations programs (local and national), online listings and directories, networking, print advertising, business development program (focused on schools), LGA imprinted products, corporate partnership/sponsorship, 800 number, national business contests/awards (i.e. StartUp Nation winner), LGA articles (and submission to publications/online sites), corporate relationships with large daycare centers

5. Website and Email Support:  Licensee will be provided one month of free email training/support from Licensor at commencement of signed licensing agreement, as well as free monthly conference calls for support and idea exchange between licensees. Licensee must contribute territory specific content to Licensor’s website. Licensee has the option to create a separate website.

6. Business/Promotional Material:  Licensee will receive electronic files of business forms, stationery and promotional literature, and/or they have the option to have materials edited and printed by Let’s Gogh Art for an additional fee.  Promotional materials are not to be altered in any way, other than the contact information for the Licensee, without prior written approval from Licensor. Each licensee will be provided with a general press release to be circulated to local media outlets, including radio, newspaper and TV.

7. Prospect Referrals: as our e-marketing efforts take off, our online referrals will increase. Referrals from your territory will be forwarded to you for follow-up.

8. Annual Library Lesson Plan: Licensee will receive annual lesson plan for an Art-Splorers Workshop that ties into their state’s summer reading theme. Lesson plan will include instructor’s guide, which suggests how the workshop may be presented in a class format.  Also includes tips, resources, supply lists, costs and recommended vendors.

9. Training: Licensee will receive basic training to review general Let’s Gogh Art business practices, review curriculum modules purchased, instructor guides, studio organization, supplies/materials overview, promotional strategy/tactics, website use, as well as video training, optional headquarters visit and observation of Massachusetts events. Licensee can purchase additional training from Licensor, if deemed necessary (in the areas of Let’s Gogh Art general business operations, marketing, and/or art education). Fees for additional training services will be determined based on the type of training required.

Pre-Training: licensees will take the first step by reviewing this operations binder, as well as by doing their own research on the industry, market, competitors, and other topics.

Basic Training: this is designed to answer questions after you have read and understand the operating guidelines. The objective of basic training is to prepare you to start offering programs. 

After you complete training, we support your business growth and development with ongoing programs including: email support, monthly conference calls, licensee chat, alliances/partnerships, discount vendor programs, HQ marketing, new materials and curriculum

Additional Services You Can Purchase:

1. Mentor Services:  Licensor shall provide a qualified mentor if additional assistance is requested by Licensee in the areas of arts instruction or business startup.  Mentor services are fee-based and will be provided at the rates established by Licensor for such services.

2. Let’s Gogh Art Marketing Program:  If Licensee elects to license the Marketing Program, Licensee shall pay to Licensor as an initial license fee the sum of Two Thousand ($2,000.00) Dollars, payable upon signing of the Agreement. The annual renewal license fee for the Marketing Program license shall be five hundred ($500.00) Dollars. The marketing program includes a marketing plan template, two books: Must Have Marketing and No Time Marketing, as well as templates for print advertising, direct mail letters and postcards, direct emails, press release templates, grant writing tips, Internet tactics, other marketing tactics and budgeting. The annual renewal fee will give licensee access to new/updated marketing templates and marketing strategies/tactics.
